The Government of Jamaica has secure a
loan (#1152P) from the OPEC Fund for International Development (OFID)
under the Rural Roads Rehabilitation Project, Phase Il to carry out the
rehabilitation of approximately 20 km of main roads from May Pen to Danks
in the parish of Clarendon. The works will include improvement to drainage,
pavement, traffic management, protection works and overall construction
management and contract administration.

The National Works Agency (NWA) on behalf of the Ministry of Transport and
Works (MTW) will be executing the project. The NWA is now seeking to
engage consultants to supervise the Construction Management and the
Contract Management aspects of the works. Consultancy Services will include:
revision of all drawings against specifications; construction supervision;
contract administration; payment certification and environmental monitoring
and control where applicable. The procurement of these consultancy services
shall be subject to the provisions of the loan agreement.

The NWA now invites the submission of Statements of Capability from eligible
firms interested in undertaking this assignment.

Consultant firms shall be eligible for procurement if:

(a).In the case of a body corporate, it is legally incorporated or otherwise
organized in and has its principal place of business in an eligible country and
is more than 50 percent beneficially owned by citizen(s) and or bona fide
resident(s) of eligible country/countries or by body/bodies corporate meeting
these requirements;

(b) In the case of unincorporated firms; the persons are citizens or bona fide
residents of an eligible country; and

(c) In all cases, the consultant has no arrangement, and undertakes not to
make any arrangements, whereby any substantial part of the net profits or
other tangible benefits of the contract will accrue or be paid to a person not a
citizen or a bona fide resident of an eligible country.

Eligible countries are: OPEC Member Countries, Caricom Member
Countries, EU Member Countries, Commonwealth Member Countries and
Countries from North, Central and South America.

Submissions will be assessed based on technical competence, qualifications
and both local and regional experience on similar assignments, financial
capabilities, the extent of prior commitments and proficiency in English.
Submissions should include corporate profile, descriptions of similar projects
completed within the past five years and Curriculum Vitae of key personnel.
This information should be submitted in the formats outlined in the
evaluation questionnaire, which will be available by hard copy or by email
from the first address below, as of Wednesday, December 21,2011.

The Statements of Capability with completed questionnaires must be placed
in a sealed envelope and should include the name and address of the
applicant.The envelope should be clearly marked: “Statement of Capability:

The sealed
envelope containing the submissions must be placed in the Tender Box

Opening of the sealed envelopes will take place at 1115 hours (local
time) on Monday, February 20, 2012 in the Main Conference Room on the
first floor of the NWA's Corporate Office.

Following the assessment of submissions, a short list of not less than three,
and not more than six firms, will be invited to submit technical and financial
proposals. Copies of the Terms Of Reference for the assignment will be made
available to the short listed firms.

The NWA reserves the right to accept or reject late applications or to cancel
the present invitation partially or in its entirety. The NWA will not be bound to
assign any reason for not short - listing any applicant and will not defray costs
incurred by applicants in the preparation and submission of the Statement of
Capability.
